Our 
Language Translator has the ability 
to translate incoming and outgoing 
email messages to allow for easy 
communication between you and 
your English Language Leaner (ELL) 
students.  This tool allows ELL 
students to communicate more 
effectively with their English-speaking 
classmates as well, and thus

The Language Translator is very 
simple to use.  When you are finished 
composing an email, select a language 
from the drop down menu and click the 
Translate button.  You can translate 
incoming emails by following the same 
simple steps.  It’s that easy!  The 14 
languages Gaggle offers include 
Spanish, French, German, Japanese, 
Simplified Chinese, Traditional 
Chinese, Korean, Russian, Italian, 
Portuguese, Greek, Dutch, Arabic, and 
Swedish.

English Attachment 
Whenever a student sends an 
email that has been translated 
into another language, 
Gaggle automatically 
generates a copy of the 
English text and includes it as 
an attachment to the email.  
This enables you to read and 
monitor your students’ email 
while allowing them to 
communicate in different 
languages. 
 
Blocked Messages 
Even emails that are 
translated into a foreign 
language will be caught by 
the Gaggle’s filters if any 
inappropriate content is used.  
Gaggle automatically scans 
the text of an email against 
our Blocked Word List when it 
is translated.  This ensures 
that everything is blocked in 
the same manner no matter 
what language is used.
